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REGION 2 REPORT from page 3
department to assure State Councils and Chapters
are contacted when they don’t submit a receipt for
filing a 990 with their financial report.

- Motion was made and passed to amend the VVA
Annual Financial Report instructions to comply to
the current IRS requirements. (Motion was subse-
quently approved by the Board of Directors.)

- Motion was made and passed that VVA accept
the proposal from United Services Automobile
Association - USAA - for a credit card and financial
services program and enter into an agreement as
proposed. (Motion was subsequently approved by
the Board of Directors.)

Friday, January 14, 2011:

Board of Directors’ Meeting

- Quentin Butcherreported that the Household Goods
program has retained all contracts for 2011 -
President Rowan appointed Treasurer Frazee to the
HGDP Liaison Committee to replace Alan Cook

- AVVA reported that the Paper Safe is still being
worked on - it will be posted to their web
site temporarily until print copies are available.
VVA At-Large Director, John Margowski, has been
appointed as the interim director of the AVVA
Service Officer Program.

- Veterans Health Council - working with the National
Association for the Advancement of Colored People
(NAACP) in California; this should provide an
opportunity to reach out to minority veterans, to
provide healthcare information to minority veter-
ans, and to do joint projects.

- Michael L. Townes, Colonel, USAF (Ret) made a pre-
sentation on the United States of America Vietnam
War Commemoration. (www.VietnamWarb0th.
com)

- Information on meal/event costs has been send to
the Region’s State Presidents in a separate email.

Saturday, January 15, 2011:

Board of Directors’ Meeting

- The IRS has changed the revenue thresholds for
filing a form 990 - organizations with revenue of
$25,000 or LESS, MUST file form 990N - those
with revenue of $50,000 or LESS, MAY file form
990N, 990EZ, or 990

*In 2011, if you pay RENT of more than $600 dur-
ing the fiscal year to anyone other than another
non-profit, by cash or check you will be required to
issue a form 1099 to them (credit card payments
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will be exempt). You should request a form W-9
from the vendor to insure you have the correct
identification number for the 1099.

- In 2012, if you pay more than $600 to any vendor

(other than a non-profit) by cash or check you
will be required to issue them a 1099 at the end
of the fiscal year. VVA and others will be lobbying
Congress to repeal this law. There will be an article
in the VVA Veteran about this issue.

- At-Large Director, Marsha Four, pointed out that

the Medals of America catalogs have a lack of
apparel items for Women Veterans. President
Rowan said that it would be discussed with MOA.

- Wheel of Fortune host and Vietnam veteran, Pat

Sajak, has made a 30-second promo for the
Veterans Health Council. www.veteranshealth.org

- It was reported that 17 states have some form of

“Veterans Court”.

- Ben Humpbhries of Florida was approved as a mem-

ber of the Election Committee.

- The Veterans Benefits Department/Committee are

AGAIN reviewing the list of VVA Service Officers to
sort out those who are active and accredited from
those who are not.

- Of the State Councils receiving funds from VVA

for their service officer program, 50% of them did
not comply with the requirement to participate in
a Combined Federal Campaign (CFC). This non-
compliance puts them in violation of the signed
agreement with VSF concerning the VVA Service
Officer Program so that almost $31,000 will have
to be returned to VSF.

- VVA has signed a Memorandum of Agreement with

the National Veterans Legal Services Program
(NVLSP). VVA's Director of veterans Benefits and
NVLSP’s Co-Director will work together to develop
a process so that VVA accredited representatives
and NVLSP’s attorneys can work together to iden-
tify Nehmer class members for whom VVA holds
the Power of Attorney (POA) who were denied the
retroactive compensation required by the Nehmer
court orders, and, for those people identified,
NCLSP, as class counsel, will file a complaint with
the department of Justice requesting prompt cor-
rection of a VA failure to comply with the Nehmer
court orders in those individuals’ cases.

- It was pointed out to Secretary Hagge that the

State Council/Chapter Officer handbooks are
on the Secretary’s secure site where access is
restricted. He said that he will have them placed
on the open web site so that they may be accessed
by those people needing them.

- Only paid members with a DD214 on file
by 28 February of previous fiscal year
are eligible to vote. (For example - 28
February 2011 to vote April 2011).

- A quorum is defined as 10% of VVA 20
membership as of 28 February of the
previous fiscal year. Voting for candidates
will take place between 6:30 PM till 7:30
PM, after which no new ballots will be
taken and votes will be tabulated.

- According to the National VVA
Constitution, “Additional persons may be
nominated by any member at the Annual
Meeting.” These candidates will fall under
the category of Floor Nominations.

- Floor nominated candidates can only
receive votes from members present at
Annual Meeting.
